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Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz konzipierte die ersten Entwiirfe fiir eine ,Societat
der Wissenschaften zu Wien”. Wahrend seines letzten Wien-Aufenthalts
in den Jahren 1712-1714 legte er Kaiser Karl VI. diese Pline personlich vor.
Im Blick auf diesen historischen Hintergrund veranstaltet die OAW jéhrlich
eine Leibniz Lecture. Als Vortragende werden Personlichkeiten eingeladen,
die internationale Anerkennung nicht nur fachinterner Art gefunden haben
und deren Forschungen — ganz im Sinne des Leibnizschen Denkens — das
Differenzierungspotential von Philosophie sowohl fiir die interdisziplindre
Verstandigung als auch fiir die Auseinandersetzung mit 6ffentlich relevanten
Problemstellungen der Gegenwart unter Beweis stellen.

Luca Maria Scarantino is President of the International Federation of
Philosophical Societies and General Editor of the international journal Diogenes.
He holds a BA in philosophy from the University of Milan and a PhD in
Epistemology from the Ecole des Hautes Etudes en Sciences Sociales in Paris.
He used to be Professor of Philosophy of Culture in Milan, where he taught
until 2018. His current interests focus on global political transformations,
globalization, and cross-cultural exchanges in philosophy. He was Visiting
Professor in Beijing, Sendai, and Bangkok, Hon. Professor in Nanjing, member
of the editorial boards of several scholarly publications. In 2022 he received the
first Chaos International Award on “Complex Human Adaptive Organizations
and Systems”. Prof. Scarantino is serving as President of the 25" World Congress
of Philosophy (Rome, Aug 1-8 2024), and he is currently finishing a book on
Democracy in an Imperial Age.

Zur Thematik des Vortrags

We live in a time of migrations and empires. Geopolitical conflicts, social unrest,
and growing economic polarization are shattering critical social bonds, such as
public trust and democracy. Western societies, especially in Europe, still seem
to not be fully aware of the risk of political subalternity and economic servitude
imminent in this new global context.

This Leibniz Lecture will build on the claim that Western philosophy, humanities,
and education are in need of a drastic cross-cultural turn to make sense of the
cultural, social, and political complexity of our world. Historical retracing of
philosophical traditions will suggest that some discontinuity with modern
philosophy is inevitable to expand the scope of philosophy beyond the Western
canon. While this approach would imply reassessing the contents of most
academic areas in philosophy, it also invites us to intensify exchanges with other
disciplines in the humanities as well as with other forms of spirituality, science,
and religion. Most fundamentally, it would challenge philosophers to revise key
philosophical concepts, such as universality, self, and moral imperatives.
